CHAPERONE GUIDELINES

Each fall event needs eight adults, 4 males and 4 females. You must contact Micki Kautz (737-0614) in advance for schedule changes.

AN ADULT MUST ACCOMPANY STUDENTS WHEN THEY GO TO THE BUS.

Football games:
Students remain in the stands except during the 3rd quarter.

Female Duties:

1.     Seat covers should be taped down in bleachers 

2  Sit near/with the band in the stands.

3 When band goes to bus to change, go with them.

4 Carry First Aid Kit from truck/bus to stands.

5 Carry plastic baskets from truck/bus for jackets.

6 Hand out water as needed.

7 Ensure safety of students and instruments in the stands.

Male Duties:

1.
View truck prior to unloading to see how to repack.

2. Unload all equipment from the truck.

3. Identify and move stand equipment to stands.

4. Remove flag bags and place to one side of the truck.

5. Maintain surveillance of equipment when unloaded.

6. Repack carefully. Use lots of bungee cords.

7. Secure all “bungee” cords correctly.

8. DO NOT RUSH. Safety first.

9. Designated males (and Micki) will be on/in the truck.

FOOTBALL:

HOME: Band plays PRE-GAME  AWAY:  Band – HALF TIME

ADDITIONAL:

New gloves in uniform room. Cost is $3.00 per pair.

Band is always free 3rd quarter, and so are the parents (men after the truck is partially packed)
TOB (Tournament of Bands):
Equipment and student safety are always important.

Females:
1.
Remain with the band until instructions from Mr. Zirkle. One




Chaperone goes with guard; others report to the truck.

2. Provide water to band during skull sessions.

3. After performance report to the stands with the band.

Males:

1.
Same as above; except truck gets pack prior to going to the stands

BUS PROCEDURE:
1.
Students remain in their seats during the entire trip.



2.
Chaperones sit in the front of the bus.




3.
No hands/other things outside the windows.




4.
No screaming or yelling on the bus. Singing is fine.




5.
End of ride: Remind students to pick up all trash, close windows,                      

and take their belongings with them as they exit the bus.

CHAPERONES END OF TRIP:

Females:
Assist in uniform return. Hang neatly. NO SHOES  IN BAG.

Males:

Inspect bus for trash and valuables before bus departs.
